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Preface
India@75 is a grass roots and path breaking initiative for realising the dream of an inclusive, 
sustainable and developed India by the year 2022, when India completes 75 years of 
Independence. India@75 seeks to bring together various stakeholders from industry, 
academia, community groups, governments and individuals to translate this vision into 
a reality. It drives the initiative of a National Volunteering Week since it believes that 
Volunteerism is one of the most vital delivery mechanisms for social, environmental and 
economic transformation, ensuring a lasting impact with its ability to change people’s 
mindsets, attitudes and behaviours.

In this outpour of courage, conviction and leadership we saw Indians meeting the 
challenges and going beyond their comfort zones to bring happiness and joy to many.

At this point when we celebrate this initial beginning and success we remember the words 
of the father of our nation, Gandhiji. Bapu said: “I will give you a talisman. Whenever 
you are in doubt, or when the self becomes too much with you, apply the following 
test. Recall the face of the poorest and the weakest man whom you may have seen, 
and ask yourself, if the step you contemplate is going to be of any use to him. Will he 
gain anything by it? Will it restore him control over his own life and destiny? In other 
words, will it lead to Swaraaj (self-governance) for the hungry and spiritually starving 
millions? Then you will find your doubts and yourself melt away.”

We have taken a small step in the direction to make the dream of Poorna Swaraaj a 
reality for millions by giving opportunity to people to participate in this contribution 
revolution, which we call the National Volunteering Week. But as Bapu has advised we 
shall keep marching forward using his talisman as our guide and our vision for 2022 as 
the goal post.
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India@75 National Volunteering 
Week – Journey So Far
India@75’s tryst with volunteering started as a part of its Strategic Civic Engagement 
campaign through the National Volunteering Grid (NVG) in 2012, when we launched the 
Count Me In campaign on October 2, 2012, to sensitize fellow citizens about volunteerism 
and to create an ecosystem for structured volunteering through the campaign. We invited 
people from all walks of life and reached out to 55 million Indians. 

India@75 brought together diverse stakeholder groups to build the Count Me In 
architecture. These groups varied from community networks to security forces to 
individuals to non-governmental organizations to industry to academia. This list is only 
expanding. It was our endeavour to profile every type of Indian and create a well-defined 
system for integrating them in Count Me In. 

Count Me In was based on the principle ‘Theory of Core Competency’ where individuals 
and organizations were invited to contribute to building an inclusively developed India 
and to propel social change by using their personal talents, professional skills and core 
competencies. 

What stood out about this movement was that post independence, it was the first time 
ever that the nation collaborated and worked together and every Indian contributed 
their own bit for a shared aspiration; a dream to build an India that would shape the 
worls order in coming years.

India@75 National Volunteering Week 2014

Understanding the need of more participation, India@75 expanded the scope of 
volunteering activities beyond one day to a week in 2014 and celebrated an entire 
week of volunteering from January 12 ,the National Youth Day and after a week long 
celebrations culminating on January 18 as India@75 National Volunteering Day. During 
this week India@75 reached out to 116 million Indians.

National Volunteering Week-2014 was supported by the Ministry of Youth Affairs & 
Sports, gaining participation from 2.6 lakh Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan (NYKS) Clubs 
and 3.2 million National Service Scheme (NSS) volunteers. Through the campaign we 
reached out to approximately 116 million people!
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India@75 National Volunteering

India@75 on behalf of millions of Indians proposed to celebrate volunteerism over a 
week long activities commencing on January 18 (India@75 National Volunteering Day) 
to January 24, 2015.

In the current year,India@75 was inspired by the Swachh Bharat vision of the Honourable

Volunteering Week activities. Every pan national vision needs pillars of change and 
varied stakeholder groups collaborating to achieve its purpose. It needs a dedicated 
team of volunteers to lead the commitment of many. It needs a volunteer engagement 
framework along with technology, innovation and next practices. The overarching theme 
of volunteering week was Swachh Bharat which resonates harmonically with the vision 
elements of India@75.This seven day long national volunteering initiative involved activities 
that demonstrated positive role that people of our nation can play by participating in 
the nation building exercise.

Our endeavour this year was to give definite direction to the volunteer energy in sync 
with National agenda and to derive tangible outcomes. The volunteering week saw 
participation from NGOs, Community Groups, Organizations, Business Houses and 
numerous citizens especially the youth. 

A dedicated team of leaders, working tirelessly, gave their pro-bono time for months 
and weeks to make the National Volunteering Week a reality. CII’s Young Indians (Yi) 
participated in the week-long celebration by hosting more than 100 volunteering activities 
in all their 32 chapters across the country.

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Highlights of the Week

Hackathon
CII and India@75 Foundation organized a Hackathon on 17-18 January 2015 at IBM 
premises, Bengaluru. Participants were required to use mobile and cloud technologies to 
develop ingenious solutions in areas such as Swachh Bharat, Make in India, Agriculture, 
Food Security & Healthcare, good governance etc. 

105 participants across 35 teams came for the event; 24 teams sustained 24 hours of 
continuous coding and came up with working demos and made final presentations to 
the jury.

Teams from Bhopal, Chennai, Madurai, Pune and Trivandrum also participated in the 
India@75 Hakcathon. The highlight of the event was 14 girls comprising 4 teams from 
various colleges in Madurai who developed apps to solve day-to-day problems faced in 
their city and rural areas around.

Mr S Gopalakrishnan, Immediate Past President – CII & Chairman, Apex Council on 
India@75 was the chief guest for the “Awards Ceremony”

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Sapphire Team from Madurai, Tamil Nadu won the First prize for their app, called Smart 
Farming, combines Internet Of Things (IOT) and cloud to manage irrigation pumps in 
farm lands. They propose to develop devices comprising multiple sensors (for electricity 
supply & voltage levels, soil moisture level, rainfall) which can be plugged on any existing 
water pumps for remotely turning on and off the water pumps. 

Team “Dream Girls” from Madurai, Tamil Nadu bagged the second prize. They developed 
an app to solve parking woes of the congested Madurai city. Their app proposes to 
bring together landowners who are ready to rent out parking spaces and car owners 
looking for parking spaces.

The second runners up was a students’ group “Team Hackomaniacs” from Coimbatore  
developed an app on theme Swachh Bharat. Although many teams developed apps on 
this theme yet the unique value proposition of their app was citizen involvement in not 
just reporting sanitation related issues but also enabling them to clean up the areas. 
This app allows like-minded citizens to come together and volunteer cleaning up of 
areas around them.

A special jury prize were was awarded to team “Digital Dreamers” from Chennai that 
worked on app “GovtforU” which proposes to bring various government services and 
citizens on a common platform – from requesting an appointment with a local ward 
councilor to a real time feed on various government policies.
